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Our Summer School is designed for graduate and advanced undergraduate business students from
universities around the world. The Summer School will be held in English. In order to follow the lec-
tures and cultural activities, participants should have a good command of English. Please hand in a
proof of English language skills together with your application documents. We accept all major tests
(e.g. TOEFL, IELTS, TOEIC) or a document stating that you are enrolled in a degree program which is
taught in English. Native speakers are exempt from showing a respective proof.

German language skills are not required.

Please do not hesitate to contact us for any questions regarding the language requirements.

We admit up to 25 participants per module. Please note that the Summer School might be canceled if
the number of participants is too low. Therefore, we advise you to plan your travels only upon receiv-

ing the official confirmation of the program after the application deadline.

You will receive a certificate of attendance at the end of each module. If you complete the program
and final exam successfully, you will be awarded 3 ECTS credits and an overall grade. An according
transcript of records will either be sent to you or to your home university. The acknowledgement of

credits is up to your home institution.

The University of Mannheim does not provide any scholarships for the Summer School. Nevertheless,

there are several individual scholarships offered by German Academic Exchange Service (Deutscher

Akademischer Austauschdienst, DAAD).

(weekdays only) as well as welcome and farewell dinners. The fee also includes a weekly ticket for
public transportation in the region as well as company visits and cultural activities (weekdays only).
